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Abstract

Two female patients with irritated contact dermatitis on the face, and a male patient with diffuse
alopecia following overtreatment are reported. The case 1 is a 25-year-old woman who has washed her
face with soap five times daily and carried out a facial packing every evening these 12 months. The case
2 is a 52-year-old woman who has done strong brushings on her face several times daily to remove
pigmented macules. The case 3 is a 46-year-old man who has had a cold wave process at 60°C monthly.

Two weeks after the third process, a severe hair-breakdown is seen on the scalp, especially on the
occipital region, resulting in diffuse alopecia.
