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Toilet Soap
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Toilet soap could be defined as a solid state of detergent for the whole body, and classified according
to main ingredients and functionality. Also separated into two categories; cosmetics and quasi-drugs in

the Pharmaceutical Affairs Law which depends on if antimicrobials are contained.

At present, Na-soap, Triethanolamine-soap, Na-lauryl sulfate, Na-acylglutamate and Na-alkylisethio-
nate are main ingredient of commercially available toilet soap which aquous solutions show from weak
alkaline to slight acidic. Though effect of bathing of Japanese-style on skin pH using Na-soap and Na-
acylglutamate was studied, little difference was found between them.
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
